FUND MANAGER’S REPORT

On February 28, nearly 900 strikes hit key targets across Iran within 12 hours marking the formal onset of the US/Israel-Iran conflict. Iran
retaliated by shutting the Strait of Hormuz, which handles about 20% of global oil flows, paralysing shipping and sending Brent crude up 63%
this month alone. In March, US Treasury yields (“UST”) rose sharply across the curve. Non-Farm Payroll surprised at +130,000 (vs +65,000
expected), pushing the market to price the next cut in July 2026 however, Fed funds rate held at 3.50%—3.75%. The 10Y Treasury finished at
4.44%, highest level since July 2025, with the 2Y at 3.88% and the 30Y at 4.98% compared to 4.15%, 3.56%, and 4.77% respectively at the start
of the month. In the Eurozone, inflation rose from 1.9% to 2.5%, mainly due to rising energy prices, prompting the European Central Bank
(ECB) President to signal a potential rate hike next month. This shift in policy expectations, alongside moderating growth, has heightened
stagflation concerns.

In Malaysia, macro-outlook remains resilient amid external challenges. In Bank Negara Malaysia (BNM)’s Annual Report released on 31 March,
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) growth is projected at 4.0%—5.0% driven by firm domestic demand. Headline inflation stood at 1.6% and core
at 2.3. BNM held Overnight Policy Rate (OPR) unchanged at 2.75% at its March meeting, stating the current rate level remains appropriate to
support growth while maintaining price stability.
